Research Institute (SIPRI). Saudi Arabia is now the 
world’s largest weapons importer. 
ii. After maintaining its position of world’s largest 
arms importer for about 8 years, India dropped down 
to be the second largest importer of weapons during 
2014-18. India accounted for 9.5% of the global total 
imports during 2014-18, while Saudi Arabia accounted 
for 12% of the total imports during the period. 
 
NCLT Clears ArcelorMittal's Rs 42,000-crore Bid 
To Take Over Essar Steel 
i. The Ahmedabad bench of the National Company 
Law Tribunal (NCLT) has approved the Rs 42,000-
crore resolution plan submitted by ArcelorMittal for 
the debt-ridden Essar Steel Ltd.  

ii. ArcelorMittal’s takeover proposal for the indebted 
steel-maker was approved by the Essar Steel’s 
Committee of Creditors last October and it was 
pending before the NCLT for approval since then.

Rs6 trillion Market Cap 
i. HDFC Bank Ltd crossed the Rs6 trillion market 
capitalization mark for the first time, making it only 
the third Indian firm—after Tata Consultancy 
Services Ltd (TCS) and Reliance Industries Ltd 
(RIL)—to achieve the milestone.  
ii. RIL is the most valued company in India with a 
market cap of Rs8.50 trillion, followed by TCS at 
Rs7.48 trillion.

And Mizoram 
i. Indian scientists have developed a common 
framework for the assessment of climate change 
vulnerability in all the states in the Himalayan 
region. The assessment shows that the vulnerability 
index is the highest for Assam (0.72) 
and Mizoram (0.71). 
ii. Sikkim is the least vulnerable state with the index 
being 0.42. Professor NH Ravindranath from IISc, 
Bangalore, stated that the framework can be applied to 
states in the rest of the country as well, with suitable 
modifications.

World Consumer Rights 
Day: 15th March 
i. World Consumer Rights 
Day is celebrated every year 
on 15 March as part of an 
initiative by Consumer International, a membership 
organization for consumer groups around the world.  
ii. The theme for World Consumers day 2019 
is "Trusted Smart Products".  
iii. World Consumer Rights Day was inspired by 
President John F Kennedy, who sent a special 
message to the US Congress on 15th March 1962, in 
which he formally addressed the issue of consumer 
rights.  
 
International Day Of Happiness: 20 March 
i. International Day of Happiness is celebrated every 
year on March 20.  
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ii. The theme for IDH 2019 is 'Happier Together', 
focusing on what we have in common, rather than 
what divides us. 
 
International Day of Forests: 21 March 
i. The International Day of Forests is held annually 
on 21 March to raise awareness of the importance of 
forests to people and their vital role in poverty 
eradication, environmental sustainability and food 
security. 
ii.  The theme for 2019 is Forests and Education. 
 
World Water Day: 22 March 
i. International World 
Water Day is held annually 
on 22 March as a means of 
focusing attention on the 
importance of freshwater 
and advocating for the sustainable management of 
freshwater resources. 
ii. The theme for World Water Day 2019 is ‘Leaving 
no one behind,’ which is the central promise of 
the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development. 
Important Takeways from above news- 

 The United Nations General Assembly 
designated 22 March 1993 as the first World 
Water Day.  

 
Martyr's Day: 23rd March 
i. The nation is 
observing Shaheed Diwas 
or Martyr's Day on 23rd 
March. Each year, March 
23, homage is paid to the 
great revolutionary fighters Bhagat Singh, Rajguru 
and Sukhdevwho sacrificed their lives for the country. 
ii. It was on March 23, 1931, three young freedom 
fighters were hanged to death in the Lahore Central 
Jail (Now in Pakistan). 
 
World Tuberculosis Day: 24th March 
i. Each year, World Tuberculosis (TB) Day is 
commemorated on March 
24 to raise public awareness 
about the devastating health, 
social and economic 
consequences of TB, and to 
step up efforts to end the global TB epidemic.  

ii. The theme of World TB Day 2019 - ‘It’s 
time’. The date marks the day in 1882 when Dr Robert 
Koch announced that he had discovered the bacterium 
that causes TB, which opened the way towards 
diagnosing and curing this disease. 
 
World Meteorological Day: March 23 
i. World Meteorological Day is observed annually 
on March 23 to 
commemorate the 
establishment of the World 
Meteorological Organization 
(WMO) in 1950.  
ii. The theme 2019 was “The Sun, the Earth and the 
Weather”. The day was first observed in 1961.
