 Kerala, which dropped to eighth place in terms of 

convening Assembly 
sessions during the 
initial COVID-19 pandemic 
in 2020, regained first place 
in 2021 with the nation’s 
longest House session at 61 
days. 

 The PRS Legislative Research, a think tank with its 
headquarters in New Delhi, published the research on 
the operation of State Assemblies for 2021.  

 Karnataka came in second with 40 sitting days, 
followed by Tamil Nadu with 34, and Odisha with 
43. 

 The guidelines for how legislatures should operate 
were set forth by the National Commission to Review 
the Working of the Constitution (2000–2002), which 
was presided over by former Chief Justice of 
India M.N. Venkatachaliah. 

 The Houses of State/UT legislatures should convene 
for at least 50 days a year for those with fewer than 70 
members, like Puducherry, and at least 90 days for 
those with more members. 

 
Indian Women Savitri Jindal replaces China’s 
Yang Huiyan to become Asia’s Richest Woman  

 Savitri Jindal, the Chairperson Emeritus of OP 
Jindal Group, has 
surpassed China’s Yang 
Huiyan to become Asia’s 
richest woman, as per the 
real-time Bloomberg 
Billionaires Index. The 
72-year-old Savitri Jindal 
who also holds the position of the richest woman in 
India has a total fortune of $11.3 billion. 

 The fortune of Yang Huiyan, owner of China’s largest 
real estate developer ‘Country Garden Holdings’, 
dropped by more than half in 2022, from $ 24 billion 
to $11 billion. She had been Asia’s richest woman for 
the past five years. 
 

NSE and BSE approve of Zee’s merger with Sony 
Pictures  

 The BSE and NSE stock exchanges have given Zee 
Entertainment their approval for Zee Entertainment’s 
proposed merger with Sony Pictures Networks India. 

 According to a statement by Zee Entertainment 
Enterprises Ltd., both the Bombay Stock Exchange 
(BSE) and the National Stock Exchange (NSE) have 
accepted the planned merger with Culver Max 
Entertainment Private Limited (formerly Sony 
Pictures Networks India). 

 The stock exchanges’ approval is a decisive and 
encouraging step in the merger approval process as a 
whole.

VK Paul, Member (Health), NitiAayog, will serve as 
the team’s leader, and members will include the 
Secretaries of the Union Health Ministry, Pharma, and 
Biotech. 

 Dr. Paul countered that there was no need for 
excessive alarm but that society and the nation should 
remain on guard. 

 After India reported its first fatality from monkeypox, 
this step was taken. A man from Kerala who had tested 
positive for monkeypox in another nation passed away 
in Thrissur. 

 
Aurangabad: First smart city in India to receive 
data from Google’s EIE  

 The Environmental Insights Explorer (EIE) data 
from Google was 
officially released 
in Aurangabad on 
Wednesday, according to 
the Aurangabad Smart 
City Development 
Corporation Limited (ASCDCL). 
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 This makes Aurangabad the first city in the nation to 
experience this. The data would aid research groups in 
formulating sustainable solutions for the city, 
according to ASCDCL authorities, who noted that the 
EIE dashboard for Aurangabad was introduced by 
Google during an event in New Delhi. 
 
GoI released a commemorative postage stamp to 
honour Tricolour designer P Venkayya  

 The government of India released a special 
commemorative postage stamp to mark the 146th 
birth anniversary of 
PingaliVenkayya, the 
designer of India’s 
national flag. 

 The stamp was released 
by Prime 
Minister NarendraModi during an 
event “TirangaUtsav” organised by the Ministry of 
Culture at Indira Gandhi Stadium, in New Delhi. 

 The event will also display the original design of the 
national flag made by PingaliVenkayya. The current 
flag is the modified version of the first design of the 
flag. 

 The TirangaUtsav will also witness the grand launch 
of the “HarGharTiranga” anthem and 
video. Venkayya, born on August 02, 1876, near 
Machilipatnam town in Andhra Pradesh, was a 
freedom fighter and a follower of Gandhian principles. 
 
Jio getting ready to launch World’s Most Advanced 
5G Network across India 

 Reliance Jio, owned by billionaire MukeshAmbani, 
became the highest bidder for 5G spectrum, paying Rs 
88,078 crore to buy over half of the airwaves offered 
in the most recent auction. 

 The Adani group paid Rs 212 crore for 400 MHz, or 
less than 1% of all spectrum sold, according to 
Telecom Minister AshwiniVaishnaw. Jio has also 
acquired the 700 MHz band. 

 While Jio purchased spectrum across several bands, 
including the coveted 700 MHz band, which can 
provide 6-10 km of signal range and serves as a good 
foundation for fifth generation (5G) in all 22 circles in 
the country. 

 Adani Group purchased spectrum in the 26 GHz band, 
which is not for public networks. 

 If 700 Mhz is used, a single towner can cover a larger 
area.

The Wild Life (Protection) 
Act of 1972 already protects 
a number of species, but the 
proposed legislation would 
also implement CITES, the

Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and 
Flora. The RajyaSabha still needs to pass the Bill, 
though. 

 According to BhupenderYadav, the Union 
Environment Minister, the government operates under 
the VasudhaivaKutumbakam principle and strives 
to improve both humankind and all other animal 
species. 

 The Union Environment Minister has also urged 
people to avoid purchasing upscale goods derived 
from animals from threatened or endangered species. 

 

Fortune Global 500 list: LIC breaks into Fortune 
500 list 

 Indian statutory insurance and investment 
corporation, Life Insurance Corporation (LIC) has 
broken into the latest Fortune Global 500 list. 

 The nation’s biggest life insurer with revenue of USD 
97.26 billion and a profit of USD 553.8 million, was 
ranked 98th on the just released Fortune 500 list. This 
is the first outing of LIC on the list, which ranks listed 
companies by sales. 

 
India’s Trade Deficit At Record High: 31 billion 
Dollar  

 India’s trade deficit widened to a record $31.02 
billion in July, as imports of goods surged despite 
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curbs and merchandise exports contracted for the first 
time in 20 months. 

 July merchandise exports declined by 0.76% from a 
year ago to $37.24 billion, while imports grew 44% to 
$66.26 billion during the month because of high 
commodity prices and a weak rupee, data released by 
the ministry of commerce and industry showed. 

 Trade deficit is said to take place when the imports 
done by a country exceed that of the exports done 
by a country in a fiscal year. 

 
 
Nation observes 80th anniversary of Quit India 
movement  

 The 80th anniversary of the August Kranti Din or 
Quit India Movement, which is considered as one of 
the important milestones in 
the history of the freedom 
struggle of our country, is 
being observed on 8 
August 2022. 

 The slogans “Quit India” 
and “Do or Die” became 
battle cries for the freedom fighters during the Quit 
India movement. 

 On 8 Aug 1942, Mahatma Gandhi gave a clarion call 
to end British rule and launched the Quit India 
Movement at the session of the All-India Congress 
Committee in Mumbai. Although the movement was 
suppressed by 1944, it played an important role in 
uniting the common people across the country against 
British rule.

 In his last year’s Independence Day speech, Prime 
Minister NarendraModi declared August 14 to be 
observed as “Partition Horrors Remembrance 
Day” to remind the nation of the sufferings and 
sacrifices of Indians during the partition in 1947. 

 The day, which coincides with Pakistan’s 
Independence day, will be observed in memory of 
the “struggles and sacrifices of our people”. 

 In the weeks and months around August 15, 1947, the 
partition of India into India and Pakistan resulted in 
severe bloodshed and communal violence, property 
loss, and significant instability. 

 The partition is often regarded as one of the most 
violent and rapid displacements in human history. 
 
World’s Highest Chenab Railway Bridge 
Inaugurated  

 The golden joint of the world’s highest railway bridge 
over River Chenab was 
inaugurated. For the first 
time ever 
since independence, 
Srinagar will be linked to 
the rest of India after the 
overarch deck on the world’s highest single-arch 
railway bridge over River Chenab. 

 The bridge will be 35 meters higher than the Eiffel 
Tower. Chenab Bridge was a famous bridge with 
intricate engineering that had to overcome several 
challenges. 

 The geology, the harsh terrain, and the hostile 
environment were just a few of the challenges that the 
engineers and railway officials had to overcome to get 
to this point. 
 
Defence forces, RBI and PM Office Most Trusted 
Institutions 

 Defence forces, RBI and Prime Minister of 
India are the three most trusted institutions in the 
country, according to a survey by Ipsos 
India. The Supreme Court of India came fourth and it 

was followed by the Central Bureau of Investigation 
(CBI). 

 Defence Forces with at least 2 in 3 (65 per cent of 
respondents) reposing faith in them was ranked first, 
followed by Reserve Bank of India with 1 in 2 (50 
per cent). Prime Minister of India office as an 
institution was at the third spot with 49 per cent 
citizens having trust in it, the survey said. 

 The survey was conducted by Ipsos India via a 
quantitative survey using a structured 
questionnaire and interviewed 2,950 adults including 
females. 

 
Covid booster vaccination approved first in the 
United Kingdom 

 British health authorities stated that the UK has 
become the first nation to 
approve a 
bivalent ModernaCovid 
booster vaccination. Covid 
booster vaccination targets 
both the original strain of 
COVID-19 and the more recent 
Omicron version. 

 The ModernaCovid booster vaccination was 
approved by the Medicines and Healthcare products 
Regulatory Agency (MHRA) as a “sharpened 
instrument” against the new coronavirus after it was 
determined to meet its requirements of safety, quality, 
and effectiveness. 
 
 
Indian flag unfurled in space to marks 75 Years of 
Independence 

 The Indian national flag was unfurled in space at an 
altitude of over 30 km as the 
country marked its 75 years of 
Independence. The tricolour 
was sent to the edge of space 
on a balloon by Space Kidz 
India, which describes itself as 
an aerospace organisation 
creating young scientists for the country. 

 The unfurling of the flag was part of 
the AzadikaAmritMahotsav celebrations that mark 
the completion of 75 years since India became 
Independent. 
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 Space Kidz India is an organization creating “young 
scientists for the country and spreading awareness 
among children for a borderless world.” The 
organisation recently launched a satellite into Low 
Earth Orbit. 

 
Goa, first state in India to receive “HarGharJal” 
certification  

 The people of all the villages in Goa and Dadra & 
Nagar Haveli and Daman & Diu (D&NH and D&D) 
declared their village to be a “HarGharJal” through a 
resolution passed by the Gram Sabha, certifying that 
all households in the villages have access to safe 
drinking water through taps and ensuring that “No 
One is Left Out.” 

 All 85,156 of the 85,635,000 rural households in 
Dadra & Nagar Haveli, Daman & Diu, and Goa have 
access to potable water via a tap connection 
with HarGharJal. 
 
Chief Minister ArvindKejriwal launched ‘Make 
India No. 1’ mission 

 Delhi Chief Minister, ArvindKejriwal has formally 
unveiled his AamAadmi 
Party’s national ambition 
with the launch of 
the ‘Make India No 1’ 
campaign. 

 At an event organised at 
Talkatora stadium here, he 
proposed a five-point vision 
for good governance. The 
AamAadmi Party (AAP) national convenor termed the 
campaign a “national mission” and appealed to the 
masses to join. 

 The first thing that we have to do is provide free and 
quality education to every child of this country. 

 The second measure that we will have to take is to 
provide free and best medical treatment along with 
free medicines and test facilities to every citizen of the 
country. 
 
 
Country first electric double-decker bus launched 
in Mumbai 

 Union Transport Minister, NitinGadkari has 
launched India’s first electric double-decker bus at 

YB Centre in south Mumbai. The name of the bus 
is “Switch EiV 22”, the double-decker bus will be run 
by the Mumbai civic transport body from September. 

 NitinGadkari said 35 per cent of the pollution is 
because of diesel and petrol, and the introduction of 
these buses will reduce pollution. Two new electric 
buses, including the first air-conditioned double-
decker bus in the country, will join the fleet of 
the Brihanmumbai Electric Supply and Transport 
(BEST). 
 
Vistara emerges second largest domestic airline by 
market share  

 Full-service Vistara emerged as the second biggest 
airline by domestic 
market share last month 
with a 10.4% pie of the 
sky, distantly second to 
the market leader IndiGo 
at 58.8%. 

 The airline is Tata Sons’ 
joint venture with Singapore Airlines. The number 
three, four and five positions saw airlines separated by 
just decimal points — Air India (8.4%), GoFirst 
(8.2%) and SpiceJet (8%). 

 India’s airlines carried 9.7 million passengers on 
domestic routes in July, almost double from a year 
earlier but lower than the 10.5 million passengers 
ferried in June 2022. 
 
 
Goodfellows, senior-focused startup launched by 
Ratan Tata 

 Ratan Tata, a pioneer in the field, 
unveiled Goodfellows, a firm that offers senior folks 
companionship services. Ratan Tata, the Chairman 
Emeritus of Tata Sons, provided seed money for the 
platform in an unknown amount. 

  Goodfellows completed a successful beta test over the 
past six months, and the service is now available in 
Mumbai. Pune, Chennai, and Bangalore are the next 
target cities. 

 Over 800 young graduates applied to work at 
Goodfellows during the beta testing phase, and 20 of 
those candidates were chosen to provide 
companionship to the elderly in Mumbai, according to 
the company. 
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Mandla becomes India’s first fully ‘functionally 
literate’ district 

 Madhya Pradesh’s tribal-dominated Mandla 
region has become 
the first 
fully “functionally 
literate” district in 
the country. Another 
report of 2020 
highlights that, more 
than 2.25 lakh people in this district were not literate, 
most of them were tribals from forest areas. 

 Tribals frequently complained to the authorities about 
money being taken from their bank accounts by 
fraudsters and the root cause of this was that they were 
not functionally literate. 

 
GoI grants GI Tag to Bihar’s MithilaMakhana 

 The Central government has awarded Geographical 
Indication (GI) tag to MithilaMakhana. With this 
move, growers will get the 
maximum price for their 
premium produce. 

 Over five lakh farmers of the 
Mithila region of Bihar will 
be benefitted from this decision. Makhana registered 
with GI Tag, farmers will get profit and it will be 
easier to earn. 

 Once a product gets this tag, any person or company 
cannot sell a similar item under that name. This tag is 
valid for a period of 10 years following which it can be 
renewed. 

 The other benefits of GI registration include legal 
protection to that item, prevention against 
unauthorised use by others, and promotion of exports. 
 
Super Vasuki: Indian Railways longest freight train 

 The Indian Railways conducted a test run of its latest 
train called Super Vasuki. The Super Vasuki is 
operated by the South East Central Railway (SECR) 
zone of the Indian Railways. 

 The SECR ran the record long-haul freight trains 
Vasuki and Trishul last year and the 2.8 km long 
SheshNaag train before that. The Super Vasuki was 
set up by amalgamating five rakes of goods trains as 
one unit. The freight train is 3.5 km long. 
 

Punjab & Haryana agree to be name Chandigarh 
airport after Bhagat Singh 

 The Punjab and Haryana governments have agreed 
to name the Chandigarh International Airport in 
Mohali after ShaheedBhagat Singh. The decision 
was taken during a meeting between Punjab CM 
Bhagwant Mann & Haryana deputy 
CM DushyantChautala. 

 The Punjab government has already declared a state 
holiday on March 23, the martyrdom day of legendary 
freedom fighter Bhagat Singh. 

 The Rs 485-crore airport project is a joint venture of 
the Airports Authority of India (AAI), the 
governments of Punjab and Haryana. 
 

 
India’s First Observatory To Monitor Space 
Activity To Come Up InUttarakhand 

 India’s first commercial space situational 
awareness observatory, to track objects as small 
as 10 cm in size orbiting the earth, will be set up in 
the Garhwal region of Uttarakhand by Digantara, a 
space sector start-up. 

 The space situational awareness (SSA) 
observatory will help India track any activity in space 
including that of space debris and military satellites 
hovering over the region. 

 Currently, the United States is a dominant player in 
monitoring space debris with observatories in 
multiple locations and commercial companies 
providing additional inputs from across the world. 
  
UNESCO’s Intangible Cultural Heritage List: 
India nominated Garba 

 India has nominated the Indian dance form Garba to 
be inscribed 
on UNESCO’s 
intangible cultural 
heritage list. Last 
year, Durga Puja was 
included in 
UNESCO’s intangible cultural heritage list and for 
2022, India has nominated ‘Garba’. The 
next UNESCO meeting will be held in November. 

 In July, India was elected by UNESCO to serve on the 
distinguished intergovernmental Committee of the 
2003 Convention for the safeguarding of the Intangible 
Cultural Heritage. A total of 14 elements from 
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India are inscribed on UNESCO’S list of Intangible 
Cultural Heritage and Humanity. These elements 
include music, dance, theatre, festivals, rituals, and 
storytelling. 

 
World’s first fleet of hydrogen passenger trains by 
Germany 

 The world’s first fleet of hydrogen-powered 
passenger trains was launched by Germany. The first 
fleet of hydrogen-powered passenger trains has 
replaced 15 diesel trains that were previously 
operated on nonelectrified tracks in Lower Saxony, 
Germany. The engine of the trains is powered by 
electricity generated using hydrogen fuel cells. 

 These trains have ranges up to 1000 kilometers and a 
maximum speed of 140 kph. After the introduction of 
the first fleet of hydrogen-powered passenger trains, 
the hydrogen produced with renewable energy the 
trains will save up to 1.6 liters of diesel in a year. 

 For now, hydrogen is produced as a byproduct of 
chemical processes, however, the German Specialty 
Gas Company Linde, plans to manufacture hydrogen 
using only renewable energy in the coming years. 

 
Nagaland gets its 2nd railway station in 119 years  

 North-east state, Nagaland got its second railway 
station after a 
gap of more 
than 119 
years with the 
commissioning 
of a new facility 
at Shokhuvi. Dimapur Railway Station, in the heart 
of the commercial hub of the state, was inaugurated in 
1903. 

 Chief Minister Neiphiu Rio flagged off the DonyiPolo 
Express from Shokhuvi Railway Station during the 
day. 

 The Donyi Polo Express ran daily between Guwahati 
in Assam and Naharlagun in Arunachal 
Pradesh. The train service has now been extended till 
Shokhuvi, a few kilometres from Dimapur. Nagaland 
and Arunachal Pradesh will be directly connected by 
train service with the extension of Donyi Polo Express 
till Shokhuvi Railway Station.

 The earthquake simulator will provide real like the 
experience of earthquake tremors to visitors. Gujarat 
Chief Minister Bhupendra Patel and State BJP 
President C. R. Patilwas present on the occasion. 

 The grand structure, which is the first such memorial 
in the country according to a Gujarat government 
official, is spread over 470 acres on Bhujio Hill near 
Bhuj town. It celebrates the spirit of resilience in the 
wake of the death of nearly 13,000 people during the 
earthquake on January 26, 2001, which had its 
epicentre in Bhuj. 
 
NITI Aayog declared Haridwar as the best 
aspirational district in India 

 The NITI Aayog has 
declared the holy city 
of Haridwar in 
Uttarakhand as the best 
aspirational district on 
five parameters. 

 The letter by NITI 
Aayog’s Aspirational Districts Programme 
director RakeshRanjan to Uttarakhand chief 
secretary SS Sandhu and the district collector of 
Haridwar underlines that the district has secured the 
first rank in basic infrastructure theme and has become 
entitled to receive an additional allocation of Rs 3 
crore. 

 The NITI Aayog’s aspirational Districts 
Programme was launched in 2018.  The programme 
is aimed at identifying potential districts that can 
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develop into model blocks through socio-economic 
development. 

 Under the programme, the central government takes 
steps to improve the socio-economic condition of 
identified districts and ensure inclusive and holistic 
development.

 Currently, the IAF has around 70 Mig-21 aircraft and 
50 Mig-29 variants.

 The “YudhAbhyas” exercise is taking place in the 
backdrop of India’s lingering border row with China in 
eastern Ladakh.

(INAS) 314 stationed at the Naval Air Enclave 
in Porbandar, Gujarat, completed the mission. 

 Lt Cdr Aanchal Sharma, the mission commander, 
piloted the plane while assisted by Lt Shivangi and Lt 
ApurvaGite, Lt Pooja Panda, and SLtPoojaShekhawat, 
tactical and sensor officers. 

 The women officers underwent extensive mission 
briefings and months of ground training in preparation 
for this historic sortie, according to a statement from 
the Ministry of Defence. 

12th edition of Defence Expo to be held in 
Gandhinagar, Gujarat  

 The Ministry of Defence has announced that the 12th 
edition of the Defence 
Expo, India’s flagship 
exhibition on Land, 
Naval and Homeland 
Security systems, will

 The event will be held between October 18 and 22, 
2022. The theme for this edition is ‘Path to 
Pride’ invoking nationalistic pride and encouraging 
citizens to partake in nation-building through 
establishing a capable indigenous Defence industry.

INSAS also includes a state-of-the-art target 
acquisition and communication system. 
 
Vostok-2022: Indo-China military drills to be held 
in Russia 

 The People’s Liberation Army of China will take part 
in the Vostok-2022 strategic command and staff 
exercise in Russia, which also includes the armies 
of India, Belarus, Tajikistan, and Mongolia, according 
to the country’s defence ministry.

New Naval ensign to be unveiled by PM Modi, INS 
Vikrant to be launched  

 Prime Minister NarendraModi will reveal a new 
ensign of the Indian Navy (New Naval ensign), at the 
aircraft carrier INS Vikrant Commissioning 
celebration on September 2. He will formally 
inaugurate the nation’s first aircraft carrier, INS 
Vikrant. 

 The Indian Navy will receive a New Naval ensign on 
September 2 without the Saint George’s cross that has 
been on its flag since the British placed it during the 
pre-independence era. The cross sign was removed 
from the flag between 2001 and 2004 while AtalBihari 
Vajpayee was in office, but it was reinstated once the 
UPA led by Manmohan Singh took back power. 
 
INS Vikrant To Be Commissioned On Sept. 2

Shipyard Ltd, will 
soon be commissioned 
as INS Vikrant on 
September 2. The 
warship will play the 

role of ensuring peace and stability in the Indo-Pacific 
region. 

 The aircraft landing trials on board INS Vikrant will 
begin in November and will be completed by mid-
2023. INS Vikrant will be commissioned in Cochin in 
the presence of Prime Minister NarendraModi, the 
vice chief said, adding the equipment for the aircraft 
carrier has been manufactured in 18 states and union 
territories.

 After Germany failed to successfully clear a 
corner, Chloe Kelly scored the game-winning goal on 
a rebound in the second period of extra time. 

 At Wembley Stadium, the score was tied 1-1 after 90 
minutes thanks to goals from 
Germany’s LinaMagull and England’s Ella Toone.

Godinez Gonzalez of 
Canada in the final. 

 The 29-year-old defeated England’s Kelsey Barnes 10-
0 via technical superiority in the quarter-final and then 
beat Cameroon’s BertheEmilienneEtaneNgolle 10-0 
via technical superiority in the semi-final. 
 
Commonwealth Games 2022: India’s Deepak Punia 
won a gold medal in Wrestling  

 India’s wrestler Deepak Punia has won the gold 
medal in 
the Commonwealth Games 
2022 by defeating 
Pakistan’s Muhammad 
Inam by 3-0 in the men’s 86 
kg category in the final. 

 In the semifinal earlier, 
Deepak saw out 
Canada’s Alexander Moore 3-1 as he gained early 
points. This is India’s third gold medal in wrestling. 
 
Commonwealth Games 2022: India’s Final Medal 
Tally and Rank  

 India contingent completed its Commonwealth 
Games 2022 campaign in Birmingham. India won 61 
medals in the overall Commonwealth Games 2022 
medal table. 

 India finished its CWG 2022 campaign as the fourth-
best country on the medals table. 

 India won 22 gold medals, 16 silver and 23 bronze 
medals at the Commonwealth Games in Birmingham. 

 India’s Commonwealth Games 2022 campaign is its 
fifth-best in terms of the number of medals won. 
India’s best finish was at its home games in Delhi in 
2010, where it won 101 medals. 
 
Commonwealth Games 2022: PV Sindhu won the 
gold medal in women’s single badminton  

 India’s shuttler P V Sindhu has clinched a gold medal 
in the final of women’s 
single at 
the Commonwealth 
Games 2022. 

 The double Olympic 
medalist beat Michelle Li 
of Canada to win the Gold. 
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PV Sindhu beat Michelle Li by 21-15, 21-13. This is 
the first-ever Commonwealth Games singles gold of 
Sindhu’s career. 
 
Commonwealth Games 2022: India won silver 
medal after losing to Australia in cricket  

 The Indian women’s 
cricket team has 
created history and 
secured the country’s 
first-ever medal in 
cricket in the history of 
the Commonwealth 
Games (CWG) 2022. 

 The Women in Blue have reached the gold medal 
match after beating hosts England in a nail-biting clash 
at the Edgbaston Cricket Ground. 

 Batting first, Australia scored 161/8 in the final 
played at Edgbaston ground. In reply, the Indian team 
could only score 152 runs in 19.3 overs. India lost the 
gold medal match by just 9 runs. 

 In the bronze medal match earlier, New 
Zealand coasted to an eight-wicket win over England.

Countries  

 28-year-old swimmer, Emma

 She won one bronze, one 
silver, and six gold 
medals across various events in 
swimming at the Commonwealth Games. Out of the 
72 countries/territories that took part in the CWG 
2022, only 16 won eight or more medals. 
 
Tennis legend Serena Williams Announces Her 
Retirement From Tennis  

 Tennis legend from the United States, Serena 
Williams has announced her retirement. Williams 

focused on her family in the announcement, writing 
that her nearly five-year-old daughter wants to be an 
older sister. 

 Williams is married to Reddit founder Alexis Ohanian. 
 Williams, who turns 41 next month, has 73 career 

singles titles, 23 career doubles titles and over $94 
million in career winnings.

FIFA suspends All India Football Federation 
(AIFF) 

 The Bureau of the FIFA Council has unanimously 
decided to suspend the All 
India Football 
Federation (AIFF) with 
immediate effect due to 
undue influence from third 
parties, which constitutes a 
serious violation of the FIFA Statutes. 

 The suspension will be lifted once an order to set up a 
committee of administrators to assume the powers of 
the AIFF Executive Committee has been repealed and 
the AIFF administration regains full control of the 
AIFFs. 

 The suspension means that the FIFA U-17 Women’s 
World Cup 2022™, scheduled to take place in India on 
11-30 October 2022, cannot currently be held in India 
as planned.

Former West Indies Skipper Kieron Pollard first 
cricketer to play 600 T20 matches 

 Former West Indies all-rounder, Kieron 
Pollard became the first 
cricketer to play 600 T20 
matches. The hard-hitting 
batter achieved this 
landmark during his side’s 
London Spirit’s match 
against Manchester 
Originals. 

 Behind him are players Dwayne Bravo (543 
matches), Shoaib Malik (472), Chris Gayle (463) 
and Ravi Bopara (426). 

 He has the best individual performance of 104. Pollard 
has scored one century and 56 half-centuries in the 
format. He has also captured 309 wickets with the best 
bowling figures of 4/15. He has scored 11,723 runs 
across 600 games at an average of 31.34. 
 
Tamara Walcott lifts 737.5 kg to break powerlifting 
Guinness World 
Record 

 Tamara Walcott, a female powerlifter 
from Maryland in the United States broke according 
to sources in the investigating agency for the heaviest 
cumulative lift for bench/squat and press in 
competition (female) after lifting a total of 737.5 kg 
across three compound lifts – the squat, the bench 
press, and the deadlift. 

 She was honoured at the 2022 World Raw 
Powerlifting Federation American Pro in Manassas, 
Virginia last month. GWR compared the weight she 
lifted with a female adult giraffe that weighs about 
680.3 kg. 
 
1st edition of Women’s IPL to be held in March 
2023 

 The 1st Edition of  Women Indian Premier 
League will be starting

 The Bureau of the FIFA Council has decided to lift 
the suspension that was imposed on the All India 
Football Federation (AIFF) due to undue third-party 
influence. 

 The decision was taken after FIFA received 
confirmation that the mandate of the committee of 
administrators that was set up to assume the powers of 
the AIFF Executive Committee had been terminated 
and that the AIFF administration had regained full 
control of the AIFF’s daily affairs. 

 The FIFA U-17 Women’s World Cup

In his first 
attempt, he hurled the 
spear 89.08m to seal his 
victory in his own style. 

 His 89.08m throw was his third career-best effort, 
followed by a second throw measuring 85.18m. 
Meanwhile, Tokyo Olympics silver 
medalist JakubVadlejch finished second with a best 
throw of 85.88m, followed by USA’s Curtis 
Thompson was third with a best effort of 83.72m. 
 
ViratKohli becomes 1st Indian to play 100 Matches 
in each format 

 Cricket Legend ViratKohli has become the first 
Indian and just the second player overall in 
international cricket history to have played 100 

matches each in all three formats of the game. He 
added another milestone to his name when he was 
named in India’s playing XI for the highly 
anticipated Asia Cup 2022 match with Pakistan. 

 Kohli has now 100 T20Is to his name in addition 
to 102 Tests and 262 ODIs since making his 
international debut in August 2008. His best individual 
score for India in this format is 94 and he has scored 
30 half-centuries in this format. Kohli has an 
incredible record in T20I cricket for Team India 
having scored 3308 runs at an incredible average of 
50.1.  
 
Rohit Sharma overtakes Martin Guptill to become 
leading run-scorer in T20 

 Indian Skipper, Rohit Sharma overtook New 
Zealand’s Martin Guptill to become the leading run-
scorer in men’s T20 Internationals. 

 In 133 matches in the shortest format for India, Rohit 
Sharma has scored 4 hundred and 26 half-centuries so 
far. Rohit now has 3499 runs in the format. Following 
him is Martin Guptill, who has scored 3497 runs. 

 ViratKohli is the third highest scorer in men’s T20 
Internationals with 3341 runs from 100 matches. 

 

England’s James Anderson becomes most 
successful pacer in international cricket 

 England’s James Anderson has become the first-ever 
fast bowler to 
complete 950 
wickets in 
international cricket. 
He attained this 
historic feat on Day 3 
of the second Test 
against South Africa. He broke the record 
of Australia’s Glenn McGrath (949 wickets). 

 The most successful bowlers in international cricket 
are Sri Lankan spin wizard, MuttiahMuralitharan 
(1,347 wickets), late Aussie spin great Shane Warne 
(1,001 wickets) and Indian spin great Anil Kumble
